Where does Sin come from?
James 1:14-15 But each person is tempted when he is lured & enticed by his own 
desire. Then desire when it has conceived gives birth to sin & sin when it is fully 
grown brings forth death.



1. Physically: Sin appeals to our Appetites 

2. Ascetically: Sin appeals to our Eyes

3. Intellectually: Sin appeals to our Minds  



Gen 3:6 I John 2:16 
Physically: Good for Food = Lust of Flesh 
Ascetically: Delight to Eyes   = Lust of Eyes 
Intellectually: Make wise = Pride of Life 



Gen 3:6 I John 2:16 Luke 4:1-13 
Physically: Good for Food =  Lust of Flesh = Stone to Bread 
Ascetically: Delight to Eyes = Lust of Eyes = Shows Kingdoms 
Intellectually: Make wise    =  Pride of Life = Jump off Temple
