1. We are Elected by God 
2. We are Elected Before Time

3. Israel’s Hardening was from Blessings 
1. They Hardened themselves 
2. God Hardened them 
3. Their Blessings Hardened them 



4. Israel’s Hardening was Hopeful 
1. Hardening is Partial  
2. Hardening is Temporary 
3. Hardening is Leading to Hope
