Luke is Writing History

Luke 1:1-3a ‘Inasmuch as many have undertaken to compile a 
narrative of the things that have been accomplished among us, 
just as those who from the beginning were eyewitnesses and 

ministers of the word have delivered them to us, it seemed 
good to me also, having followed all things closely for some 

time past…’



‘..all that Jesus began..’
1. Jesus’ Work is Finished: Redemption 
2. Jesus’ Work is Begun: Evangelism 



‘..to do..’
- Born of Virgin, without sin, fully man & fully God 
- Lived Perfectly sinless & righteous life, fulfilled Law 
- Worked Supernatural Miracles proving He was Son of God 
- Betrayed, unjustly tried, condemned, beaten, & crucified 
- Physically, literally, bodily Rose from the Dead & Ascended



‘..and teach..’
- He is God, Fully man & Fully God (Jn 8:58) 
- He forgave other peoples’ sins! (Luke 5:20) 
- He must be believed in to be saved (Jn 11:25) 
- He is the Way, the truth, & Life… (Jn 14:6) 
- He was going to die & rise & prepare a place (Jn 14:1-14)



‘…until the day when He was taken up..’ 
1. Signifies: End of Jesus’ earthly ministry & 
beginning of Apostles’
2 Signifies: Emphasis on Holy Spirit’s work 
3. Signifies: Test of the Talents



‘…after He had given commands through 
the Holy Spirit..’

1. The Great Commandment  
2. The Great Commission 



‘‘…to the apostles whom He had chosen.’
Apostle means ‘Sent One’ 



‘‘He presented Himself alive to them 
after His suffering by many proofs..’
